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Basis for the CR:

· IEEE 802.11u draft was recommended for publication

· 3GPP I-WLAN now uses association with AP to find access to HPLMN

(home public land mobile network)

· Time-consuming, with association with each AP in turn

· Much faster with 802.11u approach (action frames without association)

Current CT1 CR Status:

· 3GPP CT1 CR was agreed at last session, 18-22 August

· C1-083633

· CR is against TS 24.234 “3GPP system to Wireless Local Area Network (WLAN) interworking; System description”

· CR adds the IEEE 802.11u approach for network discovery

Next 3GPP Step:

· The 3GPP CT1 CR will now go to 3GPP CT (Core Network and Terminals) for final approval (Next meeting is 10 - 12 September)

· Next 3GPP CT1 meeting is 6 – 10 October
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Abstract


3GPP CT1 is making use of the capability provided in IEEE 802.11u Draft 3.0, for network discovery. This is an improvement over the currently-specified 3GPP approach.
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
