There were no objections or suggested additions to the Agenda.  No comment resolution submissions had been provided.

The Chair suggested to reverse the order of the Agenda as the Editor was not yet on the call.

6.b  Dallas, Texas, Meeting

There is no new news concerning the Dallas meeting.  A skeletal Agenda has been available for some time (11-08/1194r0) and hasn’t changed since the last telecon.  A reminder, we do have a Monday AM1 ad hoc session.  The Chair reviewed the times for all the other sessions.  There were no comments.

6.a  Irving, Texas, ad hoc

There has been little response to the ad hoc.  It might be that someone has sent a response to Tony Maida’s e-mail account and not to the chair (although instructions said to send to both) but the chair has gotten no indications of anyone other than himself and Tony attending. Tony is no longer is with E. F. Johnson Inc. and it seems likely that he no longer gets mail sent to him at his EFJ address. EFJ will continue to sponsor the ad hoc and has provided a new contact who’s contact info the Chair has distributed (Chris Guo CGuo@efji.com).  The Chair is concerned about a meeting with less than 5 people.  Previous meetings have had good attendance, typically about 12.  The meeting before Waikoloa had 5.5 people attending and was productive.  The Chair indicated one possibility was to shorten the meeting.  There were no objections by the telecon attendees to cancelling the meeting and one suggestion that it should be cancelled.  The Chair will send out one last call for interest today, asking people to respond immediately if they are interested, and make a decision and notification by this coming Monday AM.  There may be people who are not on this conference call and might not see email for a bit due to a Wi-Fi Alliance meeting this week.

5.  Status of TGs Draft, comment resolution spreadsheet (11-08/0493r22), and Editorship
Draft status is a little behind, only updated from before Waikoloa.  Spreadsheet r22 should have all the changes from Waikoloa, but some are missed.  There are 2-3 e-mails on this.  The Chair has forwarded all the emails on this to the Editor’s personal email account and the Editor expects to update the spreadsheet by this Friday.  The Editor has MS Office to update the spreadsheet but does not have access to Frame Maker and so cannot update the Draft.   So, we need to find a new Editor.  The Chair indicated that, as a last resort, he would update the Spreadsheet.

The chair asked if there were any other items for the call and there was no response.
