a. We have been discussing this document in general and the CIDs that have been resolved.

b. Menzo asked the attendees if we should discuss any specific CIDs or just go through the list.

c. Menzo’s preference would be to review this document and point out CIDs that we need to discuss or one’s that have issues. 

d. CID 401 – Menzo has provided text to this comment.  His preference would be to decline this comment.  Jakub and Jarkko have discussed this and were thinking of providing a contribution to resolve this. They are planning to discuss with folks and bring a contribution to Dallas.

e. This is the last teleconference before our face to face meeting in Dallas.

f. The goal for Dallas would be to resolve all comments and go to the next letter ballot.

g. With the goal of getting all comments resolved prior to Dallas, Menzo will email the individuals that have declined and counter comments to see if they are okay with this resolution.

h. CID 368 – this has been discussed between Kapil and Menzo and they have agreed on a resolution.

i. CID 505 – this has been discussed between Kapil and Menzo and they have agreed on a resolution.

j. CID 462 and 463 – Eldad mentioned that this is fine, but there are these 2 comments on the 20/40 MHz operation.  We need to follow-up with Matt Fischer and Jason Trachewsky to see if they are fine with the resolution.

k. CID 399 – we are discussing this since Kapil is on the call and would like to see if he is fine with the resolution.

l. CID 366 – discussion on this topic since Kapil is on the conference call.  Kapil would like to add some more text for failure conditions.  Text has been agreed and the resolution will be changed to Accept.

m. CID 365 – Menzo will change this to accept and he will come up with text to address this comment based on the discussions.
