Standard Boards Bylaws on Patents in standards, anti-trust statement were read and slides were shown. The Chair inquired if everyone was familiar with the IEEE 802 IPR policy, and if there were any patents or applications about which the 802.11 WG Chair should be informed.  No-one indicated unfamiliarity and there were no potentially essential patents brought forward. There were no questions on policy and procedures. 

Current draft 2.02 is complete up to Jacksonville meeting. No further work on draft since the Technical Editor has resigned because the was laid off. This presents a serious problem for the group, and a new Editor is being sought.

Five comments were Rejected without comments which is normally improper. The Chair went through these and resolutions and/or changes from Reject to Counter or Defer were inserted. [The results are summarized in 11-08/1316r1.]

There were a number of motions passed in Waikoloa that were not well represented in the spreadsheet. This has been resolved and version r23 of the spreadsheet is much better; but people should look at it and report issues.
