Lee called the teleconference to order at 12:05. Now that we have passed LB141, everyone should download the new comment spreadsheet. Wayne was not on the line due to a Xmas party; Francois has started to address editorial comments. There are some tricky ones. Ideally we’d like to get all the editorial comments done before the January meeting starts and have a new speculative draft ready to be voted on

Lee asked Dale if there were comments requiring discussion from Section 7. Dale said there are some issues with deprecation of MIB items, and asked if we know any MIB experts. Lee said the ones he knows are not active in our group, suggested working with John Moring. Dale said he continue working on it, not ready for discussion yet. 
Lee pointed out that one item that will have to be talked about during teleconferences is the new subtype. Because of the holidays we will miss the teleconferences on Xmas and New Year’s, but we can keep working by email to the reflector and posting submissions. Because of the number and nature of the comments we got, we should have submissions ready to cover most of the comments before the January meetings. 

Another item brought up by John Kenney was whether we are confined to 5.9 GHz, as Peter Ecclesine implied. Lee said that the intent was to support the 5.9 GHz as specified by the FCC, but he thought that the wording was such that it did not restrict us to that band.

Lee said that one commenter mentioned that they did not think their comment was properly resolved by a voted-on submission, and we need to be more careful to make sure our procedure is correct
John asked when we go to sponsor ballot? Lee said when we have resolved every comment that can be resolved, so to some extent that is subjective.  George said that if you do a Letter Ballot without any changes to the draft then you are ready for Sponsor Ballot. Lee said he expects to have one more Letter Ballot, no futher changes required, and then go to Sponsor Ballot. 

John has sent an email to Doug Kavner and Wayne that a CID has been misassigned to him that should belong to clause 6.
Francois asked Dick for help in resolving handling a comment from Adrian Stephens that says naming an information element “Timing and Information” is dumb. Dick said we knew that, and he had other suggestions for the name, and anyway we don’t need an information element because we can just use a vendor-proprietary element in a management frame.
Lee said that any submissions we discuss should be on the server. Francois asked if he can put some TBDs in the resolution? Lee said this is fine,  these submissions are not final resolutions, but are put on the server so that everyone can have access to it. Francois says he will have the editorial comments on the server by next week. 

Carl asked if he has permission to use the email exploder. Lee says he doesn’t have control over that, and mentioned that Carl needs to go to the 802.11 web page and resubscribe. Carl will be making a submission related to some of the comments, to be discussed next week.
Meeting was adjourned, with discussions to continue on comment submissions next week.
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
