A suggested Editor instruction is specified in clause 4, CID# 24 below.
CID# 25 – 6.2.1.1.2, 6.2.1.2.2, and 6.2.1.3.2 Semantics of the service primitives – This comment applies to the following 3 subclauses: 6.2.1.1.2, 6.2.1.2.2, and 6.2.1.3.2.  There is no precedence in the current base standard of ‘(optional)’ specified in a primitive’s parameters.  However, the parameter’s optional characteristic should be mentioned in its associated definition paragraph in the appropriate subclause.  A proposed text change for each subclause is specified in clause 4 below:
CID# 40 – 7.1.3.1.3 – To DS and From DS fields – {comment by Richard Roy}
Adrian is expressing the same opinion I presented when I argued against the second and third row additions a while back.  Simply put, there is no reason logically to add those sentences and “less is more”.  The fourth row is “necessary” to explain to the reader that 0b11 was not neglected; it is just not specified in this standard.  For 0b01 and 0b10, the statements in the base document give a set of conditions under which the field is set to either 0b01 or 0b10.  By inference, if the conditions under which a STA is currently operating are NOT in the table, then the table doesn’t specify how the bits are to be used if they are set in that particular way.   I would simply accept the comment and the resolution.
