Status of TGu Draft
Technical Editor: Current draft document is TGu D4.01. It would be useful if I could have the document drawings from the secretary.
Question(Q): Can the editor also obtain the original drawings from the IEEE 802.11-2007 baseline draft?

Chair : The comment resolution spreadsheet is 11-08/1225r17.
Comment(C): Yes, indeed the remaining work load looks quite light.  Most submissions are required from the secretary. As he’s not on this call today, it would be useful to know hoe he’s getting on with his submissions, just in case he needs some assistance from the rest of the group.  I think the goal of getting to re-circulation letter ballot next week is definitely possible.

Chair: I sent an email to the original commentor of these two CIDs, but he has not replied.

C:  Ok, but I also have a suggestion to use a bogus GTK for the ES call setup using 802.1X exchange. The user will get a real uni-cast transmission. There are some caveats to this. The AP will have to generate the GTK for this as a random number, making sure it does not match any real GTKs in progress or any recent bogus ones generared for other

C:  Yes, I’m also happy with this.

   Moderately difficult: 4004

C:  I think that we could just let the AP replace bits 8-15 with the proper UP and leave the text alone.  The UP filed is present in the TCLAS message. Hence the TSID value can then be replaced by the real UP value.

Chair:  It looks to me as if the comment is asking if Figure 5-11 is for an STA or specifically for

a non-AP STA.  Does an AP implement the MIH functionality.

Q: Is Clause 21 written for a STA or a non-AP STA?

A: No-one can really remember?

Chair:  See page 74, clause 21. of draft 4.0 (clause 11.B in Draft 4.01, P76)

C: Note that the  AP would have to move the ESS state table during transitions.  I think we’ve missed that point and perhaps need to add a paragraph of text.

Chair: This comment states that the two diagrams (Figure 5-10 and 5-11) are very similar.  I think we’ve all additionally noticed, that as MIH is just a example of a reference model, perhaps Figure 5-11 could be placed in an informative annex.

C:  No, I think its better to remove Figure 5-11, and replace it with a reference to IEEE 802.21.

Chair: Ok, I’ll craft some text to do that.

C:  I had an email exchange with someone who knows about this.  The point is that the DS is a logical entity, its not a LAN, which only exists for APs. Hence its not possible to have a server which sits within the DS.  Services have to accessed via a portal from the DS.

C:  I’ll generate a submission for this.
