iii. CID 176 – Rejected.

iv. CID 177 – Counter.  Discussion on the usage or U-APSD and if it needs to be properly defined in this specification.  Maybe define U-APSD locally in this specification instead of referencing.  Matthew Fischer (Broadcom) and Richard Roy (Connexis) are discussing how to address this matter.

v. CID 235 and 258 – Accepted, changes made to the draft.

vi. CID 259 – Rejected.

vii. CID 335 – Should there be a frame/message exchange to terminate PSM?  Menzo pointed out there is a way to get out of PSM mode, but setting the PM bit.  Matt pointed out this is not explicitly mentioned in normative text.  Peer Service Period is not defined in the draft; needs to be defined.  PSP (Peer Service Period) should be defined, Awake Window is used instead (Page 35, Line 40).  Accept, changes made to the draft.
