4. Status of TGs Draft D2.07 and comment resolution spreadsheet (11-08/0493r39)
TGs Editor Kazuyuki Sakoda (Sony) reported that Draft D2.07 incorporates all the changes from the LA meeting including the terminology changes agreed there (on peering).  Lot of work – thanks Kaz!

Also, the Editor reported that he encountered two editorial issues in producing D2.07. He plans to present on these issues at the next teleconference.
5.a Vancouver, British Columbia, Meeting (11-09/0205r1)
The original Agenda, r0, had a few typos which are fixed in r1.  This is a Plenary 802 meeting, so there are fewer timeslots because Monday and Tuesday evening are reserved for Tutorials. And, unlike the last 
Plenary, where there turned out to be no Tutorials and we could grab those time slots, this time there actually are Tutorials scheduled for both evenings.

The Chair will cancel the 18 February teleconference if no one tells him of something they want to discuss by 24 hours before the call but for that call we will probably be discussing at least the Editorial issues Kaz mentioned.
