Kazuyuki Sakoda presented these slides.

Questions and discussion on slide 7 related to multi-rate support. …

On slide 8/9, it was suggested and discussed that possibly the to/from DS bits could be used to indicate multi-hop action frames. The questions raised on these slides will need further discussion and can hopefully be resolved at the March meeting.
5.a Vancouver, British Columbia, Meeting 11-09/205r1

The Chair went over the schedule of meeting slots for Vancouver. There were no comments or suggested changes.

6.a "Suggestions to Clean Up Peering Management Frames", 11-09/232r0, Meiyuan Zhao (Intel)

There was considerable discussion of which of the many IEs current in the Peering Open and Peering Confirm messages could be dropped:

For those on the right hand side of slides 4 and 5, they were originally included to follow the pattern of similar messages in the base standard even though the current draft does not specify how they are used.

Dan Harkins said that we should get rid of them from these messages if, in processing these messages, their use in not specified.

Guenael Strutt (Motorola) said they and vendor specific IE were good for extensibility.

Liwen Chu (STmicroelectronics) said they should all be left in because they are necessarily in figuring out how you can communicate with the peer.

Dan Harkins raised a question about the RSN IE, which is on the left side of these slides. Meiyuan indicated that it was really included just to provide the cipher suit list. Dan pointed out that the mix of variable and fixed subfields in the RSN IE is painful to parse. This needs further discussion. Perhaps the cipher suite list can be carried in a different way.

Kazuyuki Sakoda questioned whether the mesh configuration is needed in the peer confirm because it should already have been seen in a beacon or probe response. Some others did not agree. This also needs further discussion.

The Chair asked if there were any further topics or announcements for the call. There were none.
