Regarding integrity protection, we should integrity protection (post session establishement) for State 3b.  Therefore there should be a black Y for all 4 GAS types in column V.

Regarding the QoS entries, TS should be added to Row 9.

Dave Stephenson agreed to update his version of 11-09-0426r6 with changes suggested in this teleconference.

It appears that none of our frames will be protected by PMF (Public Management Frames).  The discussion seesm to indicate that this is not suitable for TGu.
