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Minutes

The Chair convened the call at 10:06 EST.

IEEE 802.11 Working Group Policies and Procedures
https://mentor.ieee.org/802.11/public-file/07/11-07-0360-04-0000-802-11-policies-and-procedures.doc
The Chair reminded everyone that we are operating under the IEEE Patent Policy. The Chair inquired if anyone on the call was personally aware of the holder of any patent claims that are potentially essential to implementation of TGs and that are not already the subject of an Accepted Letter of Assurance:

The Chair apologized for two errors in the agenda show as tracked changes above. The Chair also noted that there was now an r1 of the Montreal agenda presentation.

There were no objections or suggested additions to the Agenda.  
4. Status of TGs Draft D3.0, Kazuyuki Sakoda (Sony), and LB147 comment resolution spreadsheet (11-09/471r0)

The Editor, Kazuyuki Sakoda, mentioned that D3.0 was just D2.09 re-numbered.

The TGs Chair mentioned that, as announced by 802.11 Chair, D3.0 did pass Letter Ballot #147 with 79% approval!

The Chair discussed the status of 11-09/471r0, which was produced by the Editor and Chair. It has all 1186 comments received with valid votes and an additional 9 comments at the end from 3 people who submitted them late or the like, for a total of 1195. The Chair strongly recommended that TGs consider these additional comments, as a courtesy to the commenters (all of whom are voters) and because, if they are not included now, it seems likely that the commenters will have someone in the recirculation pool submit them later anyway.


The Topic Category column and Major Clause columns in 11-09/471r0 have been completely filled in. In addition, some missing/incorrect page numbers, line numbers, and clause references have been added or corrected. However, these is still work to do. For example, Duplicate of CID column, which indicates comments which are identical or nearly so, has only been completed for comments in the first 500 or so.

5.a Montreal, Quebec, Meeting 11-09/470r1

The Chair went over the schedule of meeting slots for Montreal that follow the usual pattern for TGs meetings at 802.11 meetings. Good goals for the week would be to

1. Assign issue identifiers for all Techncial comments.

2. Resolve many comments whose resolution is easy.

3. Assign the most difficult technical comments to one or more participants to work on them and return to the July meeting with submissions.

It was asked whether any recent room changes in Montreal by task groups had affected TGs. The chair replied that those changes had no effected TGs which has the same slots and still has all its meetings scheduled to be in the Peribonka room.

The Chair mentioned that teleconferences roughly every other week are already scheduled and approved for TGs between the May and July meetings. While an ad hoc TGs meeting before the July 802.11 meeting in San Francisco would be very useful if people would attend it, current economic conditions may make it difficult to hold such an ad hoc.

There were no comments or suggested changes in the Monteal agenda.

The Chair asked if there were any further topics or announcements for the call.

The Editor said that he planned to attend the Montreal meeting but may not be permitted to do so by his company due to the swine flu in North America.

There were no other topics or announcements.

The Chair adjourned the call at 10:26.
