Discussion of Sponsor Ballot

Update on LB-152
Chair: Letter ballot is going well.  Many votes, but only 3 sets of comments received thus far.  Next Monday, there is a call scheduled between Adrian Stephens and Bruce Kraemer to discuss the results of the LB; the results should be officially released thereafter.  The Chair asked if there were any comments from teleconference participants.  None were mentioned.
Sponsor Ballot
Chair sent teleconference participants a ppt document via email (wasn’t posted to server to avoid confusion)--11-00-xxxx-00-0000-TGu-report-to-EC.ppt.  This template document currently contains data from 11n and the Chair will update it using TGu data.
There are four groups planning to go to Sponsor Ballot in July, TGp, TGu, TGv and TGz.  Each task group is putting together their own presentation for ExCom meeting (Friday afternoon of San Francisco meeting).  The Chair is planning to request conditional approval to go to Sponsor Ballot.  Conditional approval is only granted at a plenary meeting.  The July and November 2009 meetings are plenary meetings.
The Chair’s plan is the following:

· For TGu to resolve LB-152 comments during the July 2009 meeting and produce draft 8.  

· Go out to re-circulation letter ballot with draft 8.

· Reject all comments (carrying them forward to sponsor ballot) and then go out for a 2nd re-circulation letter ballot with draft 8.  If no new negative comments are received, then TGu’s draft is eligible for sponsor ballot.

TGu’s draft is not quite (but nearly) ready to go to Sponsor Ballot.  Draft 7 has been sent to the IEEE editor for MEC (Mandatory Editorial Coordination).  Successful completion of the MEC is a requirement to go out to Sponsor Ballot.  The MEC check ensures the draft amendment conforms to proper editorial standards.

In parallel with the MEC, the TGu Technical Editor will request number assignments from Terry Cole (802.11 ANA).  The plan is for number assignments and MEC feedback to be incorporated into the next 802.11u draft.
A third item, which is also happening in parallel, is the formation of the Sponsor Ballot Pool.  Chair will be coordinating with Mike Kipness to get this going.

Chair stated this is all that needs to be done to prepare for Sponsor Ballot and that he intends to review this process again during the San Fransico meeting.

Chair requested any TGu members who are willing to assist him in preparing for Sponsor Ballot to send him an email.
