4. Status of TGs Draft D3.02 (11-09/0664r0), Kazuyuki Sakoda (Sony) and LB147 comment resolution spreadsheet (11-09/0471r8)

Kazuyuki Sakoda indicated there have been no further updates since the last telecon.  The Editors pointed out some issues with redline between version D3.0 and D3.01.  It was updated and a new version of that redline uploaded under the same name.  D3.02 is on the server.  There is also a word conversion of D3.02 that may be useful for any further resolution proposals.

The Chair indicated he had sent an e-mail regarding the process above.  There were two different redline files with the same name in the members area at different times. This also happened recently in two other task groups. As a result, a working group policy has been adopted that different files should never be uploaded with the same name. Should similar events happen in the future, the file name will be incremented.
