4. Status of TGs Draft D3.02 (11-09/0664r0), Kazuyuki Sakoda (Sony) and LB147 comment resolution spreadsheet (11-09/0471r10)

Kazuyuki Sakoda indicated the Draft has not changed since D3.02. Differences between D3.0, D3.01, and D3.02 are outlined in 11-09/0664r0, presented in the previous telecon.  The spreadsheet has been edited twice.  r9 contained the updates in D3.02.  A newly uploaded r10 contain comment resolutions to be presented today. Kazuyuki suggested CIDs 409, 415, 424, 585, 783, 1172 and 773 be re-opened at the San Francisco meeting.  The Chair will add a Motion to that effect in the San Francisco Agenda.

5.a San Francisco, California, Meeting 11-09/0661r3

There have been no changes to slot times, but rooms have been moved.  The new draft Agenda reflects this and adds some document numbers. Kazuyuki Sakoda presented document 11-09/0736r0 “PICS resolution text”.  

Comments / questions . . .

· Airlink Time metric – might rethink request and report, Michael will check 11.C.10.
Perhaps refer to frame format instead

Kazuyuki Sakoda presented document 11-09/0735r0 “Mesh Config IE clean up”.  


Reduces size from 26 bytes to 9 bytes.

Comments / questions . . .

· Protocol Identifier – understand you tried to harmonize the identifiers.  There is a problem with the Active Path Selection Protocol and Metric.  There the value always has to be one.  Can’t harmonize the layout across all 5 Identifiers.  Suggest 2 harmonized groups: Protocol / Metric and the rest (Congestion, Synchronization and Authentication)
Value of 0 could indicate default protocol.  Would like to harmonize across all identifiers.  Maybe could give more explanation in Table H4, to show HWMP is default.

· Reduction of bytes – approach clear. Question about Vendor Specific IE indicating protocol.  Regarding processing the configuration element, you’ll come to an identifier then you have to wait until the end of the beacon before you can decide whether you can join or not.
· It is OK if the identifiers are not all symmetric in values.
· Need to define defaults if a zero implies default.
· The Beacon frame is periodic and this makes it more important to optimize its contents.
· We should get additional input from implementers at the San Francisco meeting to decide some of these points.
The Chair asked if there were any other topics or announcements for the call.

Kazuyuki Sakoda announced that he would not make the San Francisco meeting due to family considerations but would be in email contact and would support the meeting as much as he could.

The Chair asked if there were any further items for the call. There was no response.
