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Minutes

The Chair called the ad hoc meeting to order at 08:11.

The Chair indicated that he would take minutes for this ad hoc session in the absence of the Secretary.

The Chair reminded everyone to manually record their attendance, since this is an ad hoc meeting.

The Chair made numerous announcements using the Agenda presentation 11-09/661.

The Chair reviewed the IEEE 802 and 802.11 Policies and Procedures on Intellectual Property, including reading the slide entitled “Participants, Patents, and Duty to Inform”.  The Chair made a “Call for Potentially Essential Patents” from the relevant slide.  

There were no responses to the call.

The Chair reviewed the Agenda for the ad hoc meeting and main meeting using the Agenda presentation, 11-09/661.

The Chair presented on the status of TGs Drafts D3.0, D3.01, and D3.02 and comment resolutions spread sheet using 11-09/664r0 and 11-09/471r10.
The Editor had requested that CIDs 409, 415, 424, 585, 783, 773, and 1172 be re-opened due to insufficient detail in their resolution notes. A motion to that effect had been included in the draft agenda for the main meeting.


The entire group discussed these CIDs. A copy of the comment resolution spreadsheet was updated with the results of this discussion. There was unanimous agreement at the ad hoc that these CIDs should be re-opened.

The Chair conducted a straw pool of interest in subgroup comment resolution meetings for the major areas of comments with the following results:

General:  0     MAC:  3     RFI:  2     Security:  5

The chair suggested dividing into MAC and Security subgroups but objections were raised that some security comment resolutions might depend on security presentations not yet made. There was agreement to split into two subgroups, one of which was MAC.

The Chair conducted a straw poll on the question: Should the second subgroup be RFI or Security?
