4) Chair queried if there was anyone present willing to serve as AHC chair beginning in September 2009

a) Andrew Myles indicated a willingness; no others volunteered

b) The Chair will provide Andrew’s name to Bruce Kramer, 802.11 WG chair

5) Chair provided status since last meeting:

a) SC6 met in Tokyo June 1-5
i) China indicated a plan to start a fast track WAPI ballot as an independent IS, i.e., a standard with no particular relationship to the ISO/IEC 8802 series.

ii) SC6 adopted a resolution for China to do so

iii) Several SC6 NBs are opposed to the ISO/IEEE PSDO FDIS fast track process as it gives IEEE rights NBs do not have; other SC’s have not expressed similar reservations
b) BWIPS (Chinese NB) has asked IEEE staff for a copyright release to which IEEE staff will respond
i) The request is really a query as to whether there are any copyright issues with their proposed submission.

ii) The standalone proposed standard replaces copied text with references to the IEEE standards.

iii) The AHC chair will contact Terri Decourcelle (IEEE staff) asking:
(1)  If input is desired from 802.11 WG

(2)  If a motion of support to issue license is desired

(a) Use in China

(b) Reiterate invitation to work with the 802.11 WG

6) Chair discussed the status of IEEE 802 documents moving into ISO

a) SC6 NB objections to the PSDO FDIS process may delay submission of some documents (e.g., 802.15.4)

b) 802.11-2007 has not yet been submitted into ISO.
c) The PSDO expires in February and will then be renegotiated

7) Next JTC1 meeting is January 18-22, 2010 in Barcelona

8) With no objections, the group agreed to recess until 8:00 am Thursday.
