2. TG Status & Editor Report
LB155 on Draft 7.0 passed, with an approval of 91.6%. We have 24 comments, 12 technical and 12 editorial. The goal is to go out for the next WG LB out of the September meeting. 

Discussion on the process going forward; why must an unchanged draft be recirculated? Both the draft and the resolutions to comments received are circulated, to give reviewers a chance to review the comment resolutions. Goal is to ballot an unchanged draft out of the September meeting and go to SB in October.

Discussion on the received comments:

· CIDs 3, 4 – Agree with proposed resolution, add correct page number to CID 4

· CID 18 – Agree with decline, add that RFC 3986 describes the format of a public URI, not the encoding of the URI.

Discussion – Plan for September is to 

· Review the comments that were received on this ballot that will be submitted to SB and develop resolutions to them. 

· Review the one presentation known at this time, on Symmetric Time synchronization – this was discussed in July, but the text wasn’t complete; plan to review and get the text in shape.

· Review selected unresolved comments. When we did the preparation for SB conditional approval, there were some comments that were unresolved, but we didn’t get specific requested changes from the commenters; follow-up to see if there are specific issues/resolutions. 
Dorothy will add a tab to the spreadsheet with known items for discussion in September.
As we’ve identified resolutions to the comments received on the LB, the remaining 2 authorized conference calls (Sept 1, Sept 15) are cancelled.
