If in September we get a clean Recirculation Letter Ballot we can immediately go to Sponsor Ballot and should be in Sponsor Ballot before November. John asked if we will need to go to another recirculation Letter Ballot.  Lee said no, we should be able to go straight to Sponsor Ballot.

John asked if the Sponsor Ballot pool is static.  Or can he join later? (John is having a problem getting his IEEE Standards Association membership approved.)  Lee said, yes, the Sponsor Ballot is static, i.e., once it is formed it is fixed.  You can’t join later.

Wayne said that the minutes for last week’s teleconference and the updated Master Spreadsheet were now available.  

Lee thanked all who joined the call.
