Current State of 802.11u

Chair reminded the group that we requested and received conditional approval to go to sponsor ballot in San Francisco 2009 session.  Rules for conditional sponsor ballot state that two recirculation letter ballots on same draft need to be done, with no new negative comments on the 2nd ballot.  TGu has completed the first of those letter ballots (LB-156) on draft D8.0.
Now, to proceed on this path, TGu would need to reject all comments received on LB-156 and proceed to our 2nd letter ballot.

Gabor Bajko asked if TGu could reject technical comments (assuming TGu is trying to go to sponsor ballot).  The chair stated that the procedures are the same for both editorial and technical comments.  The chair recommended the group go through all the comments and then consider whether we want to proceed to the 2nd recirculation ballot (with an unchanged draft) or fold in the changes and go to a normal letter ballot (i.e., a letter ballot that would still need a 2nd recirculation ballot).  The recommendation was endorsed by several on the call.
LB-156 Comment Resolution Spreadsheet (11-09-0940r1)
The following CIDs were discussed and changes, as noted, were made to the CRS.  The chair commented that the proposed resolutions cannot be approved in teleconference.  They will have to be voted in a future 802.11 face to face session:

· CID 8001: the commenter cited the wrong clause—it’s actually 11.23.4.3 (the chair made this correction in the CRS).  The chair changed the resolution to counter and added a proposed resolution.
· CID 8006: the chair changed the resolution to accept and added a proposed resolution.

· CID 8013: the chair changed the resolution to counter and added a proposed resolution.  The wording of the proposed resolution needs to be confirmed with the technical editor.
· CID 8014: the chair changed the resolution to reject and added a proposed resolution.
· CID 8015: the chair changed the resolution to reject and added a proposed resolution.
