14. There are three variables in a single equation, and no term represents the medium access method. A consequence is an 802.11 system may be forces into exponential backoff by a system that is characterized without considering its effects on 802.11’s access methods.

a. BWMU is transmit bandwidth on the medium
b. DC is duty cycle, % of time that a transmitter is transmitting

c. P is transmit power in EIRP

16. Any device is entitled to a fair piece of the medium, without deploying any form of adaptivity if...
a. BWMU = max(5 Mhz, BWDUT) 
b. MU= (BWMU/83.5MHz) DC  (P/100mW )
c. MU < [4%]
