Background, Explanation, Discussion, etc.:

The previous resolution of CID 36 presents a problem in that the comment is identified as “TR” and part of a disapprove vote. Such a comment can be declined on technical groundes but cannot be declined simply because the TG does not wish to address it at this time. Since 37 is essentially an identical comment, it would be re-addressed as well.

The background is that this is the second instance of “dot11TempType” and should have the “2” added to make it “dot11TempType2” and thus unique. The correct word (with the “2”) was in earlier drafts, but in creating D8.0, the editor was trying to fix an incorrect font used for this word (the font was correct in the first instance a few lines earlier). He cut and pasted from the first to get the correct font but failed to add the “2” when doing so. Thus, the word was changed from “dot11TempType2” to “dot11TempType” unintentionally. In reality this is just an editorial problem but must be addressed and changed because CID 36 is a required comment from a disapprove voter and the voter is unwilling to withdraw the comment.
