There were no objections or suggested additions to the Agenda.  
The Chair asked if there were any suggested changes to or questions on the agenda and there was no response.
4. Status of TGs Draft D3.04 and LB147 comment resolution spreadsheet (11-09/0471r16)

The Acting Chair indicated that Kazuyuki has produced a Draft D3.04.  Some of the text needed English review.  The Acting Chair has reviewed it but took long enough that this has delayed the draft for which the Acting Chair apologies. The English grammar editorial corrections have now been sent back to Kazuyuki.  

Kazuyuki presented a Draft D3.04 status report using document 11-09/1101r0.  Only 111 of the original 1196 comments remain open.  Kazuyuki indicated that he planned, if there was no objection, to enter the comment resolutions from 11-09/1075, which was developed but not voted on in Waikoloa, into the comment resolution spreadsheet. The Acting Chair indicated that he thought that was a good idea but suggested marking the spreadsheet for the resolutions from document 11-09/1075 so they could be distinguished, for example by an entry in Column X.

There were no comments or questions on Kazuyuki’s presentation.

6.a Upcoming meetings – Atlanta, Georgia (11-09/1099r0)
The Acting Chair reviewed the skeleton Agenda for the Atlanta meeting using document 11-09/1099r0.  There are a total of 9 meeting slots.  The objective is to complete comment resolution at this meeting.  Re-circulation doesn’t require the Draft to be fully complete when the WG votes to re-circulate – just have all the comments resolved.  The re-circulated draft will be numbered Draft 4.0.  A Security session is planned for Wednesday but the task group can change by the task group if it desires.  Donald Eastlake the 3rd, the Acting Chair, may be able to attend the Monday morning session but will mostly be attending 802.1 in Atlanta.  Donald expects a Permanent Chair will be approved at the Atlanta meeting. When rooms are assigned the Atlanta agenda will be updated to show the room assignment.

There were no comments or questions on the Atlanta agenda.

The next telecon is in two weeks on October 28th and then there is one before the Atlanta meeting on November 11th.  The next telecon will only be held if document submissions are provided; otherwise the Acting Chair will cancel.  November 11th will go ahead regardless to discuss the Atlanta meeting.

There were no objections to this approach.
