Teleconference was called to order on Wednesday, November 11, 2009 at 11:05 ET.

The Chair asked if there were any other agenda items.  None were raised.

Initial Sponsor Ballot Comment Analysis
The Chair noted that the Initial SB closed on Saturday evening, November 7, 2009.  Highlights of the Initial SB:

· There were 307 comments.
· Approval rating was ~89%.
· There were a total of 8 negative voters.
· There were ~120 technical comments, 10 general comments and ~185 editorial comments.  There were 68 comments from the last LB which TGu looked at during the Waikoloa session.  The Chair entered these under his name in the Initial SB.
· Vivek Gupta (Intel) comments weren’t properly uploaded since there were some “bad” characters in the file.  Bruce Kraemer (WG Chair) asked the Chair to include these in the Initial SB comments; the Chair reported that he would, but they are not yet included.
· The Chair stated that Jon Rosdahl (CSR) mistakenly uploaded his TGz SB comments into TGu’s SB.  The WG Chair recommended to the TGu Chair that we categorize these as erroneous comments and designate “Be Satisfied” (column R in CRS) as No.  Jon Rosdahl did also have comments on 802.11u which are included in the CRS.

TGu went through a portion of the Initial SB spreadsheet and discussed categorization of general and technical comments.  The Chair edited the Initial SB spreadsheet with the categorizations.  The Chair stated he would upload the edited spreadsheet to the server.
Preparation for the Atlanta Meeting (November 2009)
TGu had an informal CRS for LB-156 which captured comment resolutions for technical comments (were not voted on during Waikoloa meeting).  The Chair stated he would copy those technical comment resolutions into the Initial SB CRS (i.e., for the LB-156 comments carried forward to SB) in preparation for our meetings next week.  
The Editor commented that he has draft 802.11u-d8.01, which incorporates editorial comment resolutions from LB-156.  This draft will be available prior to the start of the November meeting.
George Bumiller (RIM) requested the Chair to reserve agenda time next week to address liaison letters to 3GPP, 3GPP2 and the WiMAX Forum.

The Chair asked the group whether anyone intended on making a presentation in the Atlanta face to face meeting (November 2009).  Dave Stephenson (Cisco) mentioned he intended to have 1 presentation; the Chair mentioned that he expected to have 2 or more presentations.
