4. Status of TGs Draft D3.04 and LB147 comment resolution spreadsheet (11-09/471r18).

Kazuyuki Sakoda, TGs Temporary Editor, presented a status report on the current comment resolution spreadsheet, 11-09/471r18. Q: To improve the wording of Annex V.1, would it mostly be deleting material or re-writing material?

A: Mostly re-writing but their was some redundancy in Annex V.1.

5.a 11-09/1142r0 “QoS STA comment resolution”

Kazuyuki Sakoda presented 11-09/1142r0 that recommends clarifying that a mesh STA is a QoS STA and related clarifications.

6.a Atlanta, Georgia, Meeting (11-09/1099r1)

The Acting Chair reviewed the changes in the skeleton Agenda for the Atlanta meeting between document 11-09/1099r0 and r1 of that document. The Chair has added room names to the sessions, added the document number for the minutes of the first teleconference since the last 802.11 meeting, and has swapped the Thursday PM1 TGs session with the Thursday AM2 TGp session to keep one late Thursday TGs session but help since TGs Secretary Stephen Rayment will not be able to stay for Thursday afternoon. So TGs will meet AM2 and PM2 on Thursday and a temporary secretary will be needed for the PM2 session.
