Ad Hoc Meeting, Monday, November 16, 2009, 8:00 AM to 11:00 AM

The Chair presented the agenda (11-09-1113r0).  The Chair reminded those present to use the attendance server.  The Chair presented the IEEE patent policy and requested attendees to read the slide on “Participants, Patents, and Duty to Inform”. The Chair requested information on essential patents, patent claims, and pending patent applications and called for letters of assurance from the group.  No response was made to the call.

Status of TGu

Last week the WG Chair, Bruce Kraemer, delegated Stephen McCann to be chair of the Sponsor Ballot Comment Resolution Committee (CRC) under TGu.  The CRC operates under IEEE 802, not IEEE 802.11.  This means the task group can have votes, motions and resolve comments during Ad Hoc meetings and teleconferences (as well as normal 802.11 session meetings).  The CRC is no longer bound by the cycle of 802.11 meetings.

Initial Sponsor Ballot Comment Resolution

The Initial Sponsor Ballot CRS is in 11-09-1120r0.  The Chair entered into this spreadsheet comment resolutions from the Waikoloa meeting contained in 11-09-1045r1.  None of the comment resolutions in 11-09-1045r1 have been voted on yet—they are unapproved.
The CRC categorized the comments in the CRS.  The Chair assigned category owners and annotated the CRS with same.
The Chair asked if anyone in the group objected to a 5-minute recess.  There were no objections.  The Chair recessed the meeting at 9:23 EST.  The Chair called the meeting to order at 9:39 EST.
