3.  Comment resolutions

· Allan reviewed the updates to the word document made since the Atlanta meeting, including clause 10 additions and the motivation for adding the beacon report info. Concern that if devices implement operational channel-only reporting, utility of the mechanism for triangulation is eliminated. Alternative is to leverage what the client already knows.
· Concern in 11.22.4, item f. Need to avoid sending stale information. Review of 11k (p36, Figure 7-68c) confirms that the beacon report includes timestamp information, and motion information, if available is included in the location frame, so receiver can make a determination of “staleness”.
· Recommendation of 1-5 seems arbitrary, and results in stationary devices doing excessive scanning, and moving devices doing insufficient scanning. Agree to remove and leave scanning interval/rate as unspecified by the standard.

· Concern that the location indication options subelement isn’t extensible. Agree to add a single octet to indicate included fields.

· Questions on motivation and need for the new Location Formats field in the Location Civic Request field format. Why is this needed? Useful for receiver to know which CA types are supported by the end device. 

· Concern that the specification as written is too specific. RFC4776 allows additional CA types to be defined, using the new format. Remove reference to RFC5139.
· In Civic, there are TLV and XML formats. Claim that there are others, none identified. 

· Allows vendor specific to also be identified. 

· Continue discussion offline to try to come to agreement.

CID 257 – Proposal is to add the ability of the station to send its transition candidate list to the AP. Allan presented document https://mentor.ieee.org/802.11/dcn/09/11-09-1299-01-000v-bss-transition-improvements.ppt, which describes the use cases and technical changes being proposed. Also review of the normative text in https://mentor.ieee.org/802.11/dcn/09/11-09-1298-02-000v-sb-bss-transition-comments.doc .
· Slide 17 – What is the rationale for “shall” versus “should attempt” or similar? Had discussed this in the past, when the feature was introduced, and because a transition is underway, the frame may not be able to be sent. The behaviour here with “shall” is no different than for other frames – when the non-AP STA is no longer associated with the AP, the frame isn’t sent. This is implicit. Trying to make the overall behaviour clear. 
· Clients typically use signal strength to determine viable transition candidates. Agree, however the mechanism used is not specified as part of the standard.
· Slide 13 – what is the rationale for mandating inclusion of at least one of the APs suggested by the non-AP STA? Accommodate concern that the AP will ignore non-AP STA input. Very likely that the list suggested by the STA and the AP will overlap. Concern that this is specifying the algorithm used by the AP.
· Slide 15 – Is 30 seconds potentially too long for an AP? Could make this a timer, with a default value of 30. 30 might be too long in some cases. No consensus for a change.
· Table 7-43af – status code 3, do we need it? Yes, keep it, may have cases when QOS stream characteristics of the APs change.
· Add a reason code for “leaving ESS” to both the Event and reason code tables.
· Don’t need ANA in these tables, can assign the values.
· Wordsmith last paragraph of the submission document.
Allan will incorporate changes discussed today, and post an updated document. Review, get any additional changes to him, and plan to motion next week.

· CIDs 20, 21, 221 – This comment was deferred to SB, had a lot of discussion in July. Can send sequence number of last converted frame to the non-AP STA to enable it to delete duplicates. Not feasible due to implementation issues – low level information. There are solutions at L3. Agree, but not desirable for L2 to generate duplicates. Looking for a compromise to at least minimize the number of duplicates. Commenter suggests adding:
· "After sending an unsolicited DMS Response frame to cancel a granted DMS, the AP should not send a new multicast/broadcast frame until the multicast/broadcast buffer is empty. After receiving the unsolicted DMS Response frame with a status value of "Terminate", the non-AP STA shall discard all multicast/brodcast frames until receiving the multicast/broadcast frame with the More Data bit set to 0."
· Initial proposed rewording of the first sentence:

· "After sending an unsolicited DMS Response frame to cancel a granted DMS, the AP should not transmit multicast frames corresponding to the cancelled DMS stream until the multicast/broadcast buffer is empty.”
· Need to investigate use of the More Data bit for the suggested second sentence: “After receiving the unsolicted DMS Response frame with a status value of "Terminate", the non-AP STA may discard all multicast/brodcast frames corresponding to the cancelled DMS stream until receiving a multicast/broadcast frame with the More Data bit set to 0."
