2. Chair is using 10/0009r1 as the agenda and display for the teleconference, and announces each slide.
3. Slide 3 agenda is reviewed and chair asks are there any changes? None is heard.
4. Chair asks if there are any objections to approving the agenda as posted – none is heard.
a. The agenda is approved by unanimous consent
5. Slide 6 Introduction
6. Chair discussed the North America regulatory updates.

a. US
i. The TV White Spaces

1. FCC has received 9 proposals for database managers (see FOCUS)
ii. FCC continues work on defining 5 GHz band restrictions
1. Bruce mentioned that there is a small industry group working with the FCC on the 5 GHz band

2. He said industry is preparing a proposal including a new BIN1 test plan and what the short term and long term solutions should be

3. An agreement on this is expected in 30 days

4. Dan suggested we look at the FCC Reforms site at http://reboot.fcc.gov
iii. National Broadband Plan due February 17th 
1. The FCC has asked Congress for a one month extension
iv. The U.S. Department of Justice has urged the FCC to move quickly on providing additional wireless spectrum as the most effective way to promote competition to existing broadband services
b. There are no regulatory updates for Canada or Mexico
7. Chair discussed the updates for the European Union
a. ERM TG11 - EN 300 328 revision

i. Completed work on Medium Utilization definition

ii. Work beginning on sharing mechanism definitions

b. WG SE43 - Cognitive radio systems - White spaces (470 - 790 MHz)

i. Developing requirements document for cognitive access to TVWS

ii. “Technical and operational requirements for the operation of cognitive radio systems in the ‘white spaces’ of the frequency band 470-790 MHz”
c. Ofcom 
i. Consultation on Geolocation for Cognitive Access closes in February

8. Chair began the discussion of the focus topic: The US FCC TVWS database managers proposals
a. Bruce then mentioned that 802.11 would be having a joint meeting with 802.19 and 802.22 on Monday at the IEEE 802 Wireless Interim.  He suggested we send some 802.11-centric agenda items

b. He said we should start with what the 802.11 TGaf will be doing

c. Joe asked if anyone on the call had heard what the FCC plans to do about the very challenging sensing levels

d. The Chair talked about how the subject was discussed during our last conversation with the FCC OET (Rashmi Doshi); that the broadcasters believe the level must be lower (-126 dBm as opposed to -114 dBm)

e. Dan stated that is a “Sensing Workshop” scheduled possibly for the end of this month
