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Minutes

IEEE 802.11 Working Group Policies and Procedures
https://mentor.ieee.org/802.11/public-file/07/11-07-0360-04-0000-802-11-policies-and-procedures.doc
The Chair reminded everyone that we are operating under the IEEE Patent Policy. Such persons must either speak up now or provide 802.11 Chair Bruce Kraemer with the identity of the holder(s) of any and all such claims as soon as possible or cause an LOA to be submitted.

4. Status of Letter Ballot 159 
Kaz Sakoda gave a short review of the current status.

Total number of 809 comments are included in the sheet.

According to the official announcement, there were 1046 comments received.

However, 237 comments are exact duplicates from the same commenter because the spreadsheet was submitted twice during the ballot.

These duplications are excluded from the spreadsheet for comment resolution.

For convenience, preliminary Topic Category and Issue Identifier are labeled to each comments.

They are intended to facilitate the comment resolution work.

If you find any error or inconvenience with these labels, please feel free to change these values appropriately when you work on the resolution.

The Editor has worked on resolving easier editorial comments labeled as General category, particularly "G-Editor", and will bring suggested resolutions to Los Angeles.
A version r1 of the spreadsheet has been uploaded with some of these resolutions.

5. Plans for Los Angeles meeting
We discussed two possibilities to make the comment resolution process more efficient.

· Get to an early adoption of comments by the various participants in TGs. By assigning comments, we can work more efficiently between the meetings, and focus during the meetings on those comments that do not have a clear owner and that need collaboration between the participants. This was generally considered a good idea, the Chair will send out a call for adoption of comments. Dan offered to take ownership of the SAE comments, and Dee will cover MCCA. Similarly, Kaz has already taken ownership of the editorial comments in the G-Editor category.
· Extend the leadership of the group. It was felt that a temporary secretary would be useful as the regular secretary cannot always make it due to other obligations. Also, a vice Chair position could be sought so that this officer can assist the Technical Editor, specifically handling the comment resolution spreadsheet. We will make a call for candidates during the LA meeting. 
As a general comment, Jon noted that the current Technical Editor is denoted as “temporary Technical Editor”, but that the “temporary” is in fact superfluous. Indeed, any such position is only temporary. However, of course, it is up to the current Technical Editor to decide whether he likes to keep the adjective “temporary” to stress that the role is not taken on for an indefinite period of time.
6. Agenda for Los Angeles meeting
The Chair has uploaded the agenda for the Los Angeles meeting as document 10-0036r0. Basically the idea is to focus on comments resolution during the meeting.
Everyone is urged to have a look at the agenda and can provide suggestions to the Chair for enhancements.

In response to a question by Dan, the Chair said that there is no longer the intention to specifically devote the Wednesday morning session to security. 

Should there be a number of presentations around the same topic, however, it will still make sense to cluster them in one session, and we can arrange this during the meeting as the need arises.

As the group generally splits into ad hoc sub groups to work on comments resolution, Jon promised to try to organise a sufficiently large room so that the four subgroups can be accommodated.

No further points were brought to the table.
The Chair adjourned the call at 22:43.
