Discussion of Outstanding Sponsor Ballot Comments
The Chair read through the commment numbers from the CRS (11-09-1120r17) for which members of the group objections to the proposed resolution details.  The following CIDs are objectionable: 70, 72, 287, 313, 324, 327, 328, 329, 333, 334, 335, 336.  The Chair asked if there was any debate to approving the CRS sans the above comments.  The Editor requested to give an Editorial update (3-5 minutes).  Vivek Gupta (Intel) stated Necati made a typo when he posted the list to the reflector; CID 313 should be 314 (Necati confirmed).   Therefore, the updated objectionable CID list is:

Editorial Update
The Editor stated that draft 8.01 has been on the server for the past couple weeks and it incorporates all the editorial comment resolutions.  In addition, the Editor has incorporated in the next revision all the approved submissions including those from the January 2010 session except the approved PICS submission (11-09-1255r1) which was not implementable.  The technical comment resolutions in the CRS still need to be incorporated.  The Editor stated he expected to have them incorporated in about a week.  The Editor asked the group if they would like to see an interim draft.  Dave Stephenson (Cisco) stated he thought this was a good idea.  The Editor stated he had talked with several people who stated additional contributions could be made using this interim draft as a baseline, which would make it easier for the Editor to incorporate those changes.

The Chair asked if anyone objected to the Editor creating an interim draft 8.02.  There were no objections.

The Chair asked Editor about the PICS contribution which was not implementable.  The Editor presented the document on the WebEx session.  The Chair stated he was the author of the document, but his document reflects the will of the group, not his personal contribution.  The Chair asked if anyone in the group was uncomfortable with him chairing the review of this presentation given that disclosure.  There were no objections.  The part of the PICS submission that was not implementable was IW2.2.9 on Secondary NAI Realm List.  The Chair requested Dave Stephenson and Necati to resolve this offline.  The Chair asked if there were other problems.  The Editor stated there were other problems too, but requested to discuss them offline.  The Editor requested the Editor and Dave to send an email with remaining issues subsequent to their discussion.
The Chair asked the group if we should vote on the spreadsheet without the objectionable comments.  Necati commented that nothing has changed since Wednesday’s teleconference, so we should not have a vote.  Mike Montemurro (RIM) suggested a vote would be helpful since an interim draft will be created.  The Chair stated there is a change since Wednesday, which is that the list of objectionable comments has been increased from 2 to 10.  Further discussion ensued.
