· Review of IEEE Intellectual Property Policy

· Discussion on the format and content of the Requirements and Use Cases document

· Allan and Santosh posted an updated Frame Analysis spreadsheet as document 11-10/97r3.
· Added colums AN an A0

· Allan and Santosh will post an updated document and clean up the notes column.

· For Active scanning, a STA could be off-channel and would want to minimize the time it spends off-channel.
· Directed probe requests from an associated STA could be sent at a lower priority.

· There will be different criteria where we define High, Medium, and Low priority.

· (Re-)Association exchanges would be a high priority. The notes will be updated to reflect this.

· Measurement request/report. Should be treated as Low, but add a note to indicate that a use case may drive the priority to Medium.

· Nobody on the call was available to comment on whether the Schedule element should be lowered in priority.

· Allan will contact Peter E to verify priority settings on IEEE 802.11y DSE enablement.

· Both the Beacon and Measurement Pilot communicate the TSF so they should be treated as high priority.

· This exercise is to determine reasonable “default” settings for management frames.

· Location tracking could be highly timing sensitive.

· There could be use cases where GAS frames should be treated at a higher priority. However medium priority could be sufficient.

· For Protected Dual Action Frames, there are some cases where these action frames could be treated as lower priority than Public Action Frames.
· Mike to contact Paul Lambert to update the spreadsheet with Protected Dual version of GAS frames.
· SA Query should be high if used to verify a deauth. For other cases, it could be treated as a lower priority.
· Diagnostic reporting could be low for background monitoring.
· If an AP wants to tear down FMS, these frames could be considered at a higher priority.
· Mike to contact Paul Lambert to update the spreadsheet to include TIM notify to the spreadsheet.

· Mike to contact Paul Lambert to update the spreadsheet to remove the second copy of Channel Usage request (line 42-43 should say Public, line 105-106 are the Protected Dual). The spreadsheet needs to be synchronized with the current IEEE 802.11v draft.

· Need to get an opinion on what default priorities are assigned to IEEE 802.11s frames.
· Mike to contact the TGs chair to get feedback on the priority of 11s management frames.

· PeterE has indicated that all 11y management frames should be treated as high priority.
· There is sufficient analysis and data collection included in these documents.
· We should start to consider technical proposals, but keep these documents open as working documents.
· We’ve considered all amendments that would be completed before TGae.
· We will probably need to re-address TGaa when they are further advanced in their development.
· Most of the scenarios considered for IEEE 802.11v and other amendments should address TGaa requirements.
· Section 10 of the requirements document includes a placeholder for TGaa.
· Discussion on document 11-10/295r0 on guidelines technical proposals for TGae

· Do we need to signal priority in the management frames? How do we do that?
· Are there advantages to communicating priority within the management frame itself?

· There is an issue with MAC sequence numbers and security if priority is not signaled.

· There is only one set of sequence numbers for IEEE 802.11w.

· Should we be using management frames or another frame type?

· We need to consider backward compatibility for TGae. 

· Added a new section on legacy co-existence and a bullet on policy enforcement.

· The intention of this document is to stimulate areas for proposals
· Document 11-10/295r1 will be posted with results of this discussion.

· Discussion on plan moving forward

· For next week, we should try to solicit technical proposals.

· If we have no proposals, we should brainstorm to create technical proposals during the meeting.

· We need to address areas where there are contradicting requirements.
