5. Progress since the LA meeting
5a. Dan reviewed document 207r0; partly resolving comments, reorganizing text, and reflecting post-LB- discussions with Jin Meng Ho.
5b. Dee presented 202r0 to review some MCCA comments resolutions. As to slide 8, it was remarked that this involves no change in functionality, as a reservation can be torn down immediately after the first transmission. It does provide a considerable simplification of the text.  As to the HCCA comment, Michael suggested to change the expression “that involve a STA collocated ..” into that originate from a STA collocated …”. This change was accepted and will be included in a version r1.
5c. Kaz presented 224r0 MAC Beaconing Sync comment resolutions overview, to possibly resolve all open Synchronization comments via documents 22r0, 135r0 and 136r0.
5d. Jarrko presented 225r0, cleaning up the PS terminology in Annex X3.
