35.2.2. During the final 802.11 PAR discussion on Thursday, the PAR was discussed further.
35.3. 802.16 PAR

35.3.1. Vice-chair read through the replies, including a modified scope statement.

35.4. 802.1AX PAR

35.4.1. Vice-chair read through the replies, although there are some very confusing references between 802.1 and 802.3.

35.5. Chair: I would like to limit discussion to 15 minutes at this stage, but will extend it at the end of the agenda.

35.6. Chair: We need to determine the will of the group for each PAR, as I need to represent you at the ExCom meeting this afternoon.

35.7. Q: Regarding the 802.1AX PAR, we don’t have access to the 802.3 website.

35.8. Vice-chair: There is a problem with access to the 802.3 website. It can be granted on an individual basis, according to the 802 rules.

35.9. C: I would request that this issue be brought to the attention of the ExCom.
35.10. C: Regarding the 802 ES SG PAR, emergency services are incredibly important. However, we need to address their PAR within this discussion. I think the study group has not successfully completed its PAR.  The PAR does not list any specific requirements and doesn’t state what 802 should actually do. I also understand that the 802 ES SG has not yet spoken to IETF ECRIT, whose requirements they depend upon. They need to do this first before asking for PAR approval. The study group needs to find some emergency service experts. The problem must be clearly stated. Therefore I’m not against emergency services, but I think this PAR must be reconsidered within an extended study group phase.
35.11. C: I think the term “fear and uncertainty” is unnecessary at this point.  802.21 asked for this initial PAR last year, but I think we have come on a long way from there. It is unfortunate that we have not had a direct meeting with IETF ECRIT yet, but the planned Monday 22nd March meeting occurs before NesCom approves the 802 ES SG PAR anyway.
35.12. C: I protest that non-802.11 members have had time to speak within this discussion.

35.13. C: It is very pre-mature to move forward with this, as there are so unknown regulations which are still evolving in certain countries.
