Meeting Minutes

Meeting called to order by the Chair Menzo Wentink (Qualcomm) @ 1335 ET.

The chair presented IEEE SA SB Patent Policy and Procedures (slides #1, #2, #3, #4 and #5).

The TG members did not (a) express any knowledge of essential patents that influences TGz and (b) any concerns/issues that the WG chair needs to be aware of.

Sponsor Ballot Comments

First Recirculation Sponsor Ballot comments contained in 11-10-0298-00-000z-11z-first-recirc-sb-comments.xls.  Chair led discussions on comments.  Proposed resolutions are captured in 0298r1.
· CID 1 -15 on security basically accepted

· 11.2.1.13 editing changes were discussed on the Awake Window backoff counter description.  Initial changes captured in 343r0 but discussion resulted in action for editor to make more changes. 
· CID 49 TDLS prohibited bit.  Bit is now in Extended Capabilities element, not mention filtering.  Noted that Hotspots will filter traffic directly between STAs.  Discussion on fact that now an AP has specific TDLS feature.  
· CID 40. Discussed again TDLS PSM Awake window.  “The Awake Window Counter counts down backoff slots that are determined using the AIFS parameter from the EDCA AC_BE parameter set, in the same manner that normal backoff slots are determined according to 9.9.1.5.  The initial value of the Awake Window Counter shall be set to the value in the Awake Window Slots field of the TDLS Peer PSM request frame that caused the wakeup schedule.  The Awake Window Counter begins counting at the beginning of the Awake Window and stops when it reaches zero.”  Also proposed to change “Awake Window Backoff field” into “Awake Window Slots Field”.
· CID 39.  Fixed Awake Window sentence should be removed as it is hard to determine this condition.  Agreed.

· CID 38.  Using the Awake Window backoff, suggested to remove “…, while avoiding long wakeup windows when the medium is lightly loaded.”   Much discussion on this resulted in changes to CID 40 wording above.  
March 17 PM1 Session

Daniel R. Borges (Apple, Inc.), the secretary, was absent.  Graham Smith volunteered to take minutes for this session.  8 Members present
Minutes

Menzo reported that he posted the rev 1 of 10/0298, which has all the comment relolutions with just two open comments remaining and the text 10/0343r2.
Menzo went over some resolutions that had been discussed with the commentors:

CID 49 – TDLS Prohibited bit.  Resolution was discussed with the commentor.  Desire is that all traffic flows though the AP in a hotspot.  This resolution is in line with this desire

CID 16, 17 – If receive a TDLS setup from a STA already in session, it is ignored.  If other STA has re-booted then this may not be correct behaviour.  Suggestion is that TDLS session is torn down and re-established.  Suggested that the wording is precise in that the STA can either respond or not.

CID 18 – Default time out for set up is 18 seconds and this seems too long.  Response was that the duration time is not important as no user intervention, but it must not be too short.  Consensus was to leave it and Chair reported that he had corresponded with commentor and verbal OK received.
CID 19 – Suggested a timeout on Discovery.  Resolution was to disagree.

Other comments that arose when editing the text.

CID 20, and 21 – Contents of the TID field are defined twice and suggested using the second definition and then deleting second mention.  These were agreed.
CID 22 – Discusses detecting radar condition which states ‘should’ discontinue.  Originally this said ‘shall discontinue’ which meant that STA could not send any more information and cannot send Channel switch announcement.  Hence need not immediately cease.  Hence relution is agree and use should discontinue “according to regulartory regulations”

CID 23 – Channel Switch Request frame should  Response frame – agreed

CID 24 – Suggested that sequence number includes MPDUs that were not ACK’d.  This was the original wording.  Consensus was that the word ‘transmitted’ is used so it includes any MPDU that was not ACK’d.  

CID 25 – PTI field is optional, hence suggested adding “if included” – agreed.

CID 26 – Suggests using “queue’ in place of ‘buffer’ to be clear that this can contain multiple frames.  Discussion on this.  But consensus was that the word ‘buffer’ is better because it relates to the ‘buffer STA’

Discussions on 10/0343r2
Text mostly agreed except at end concerning the Awake Window at the start which gurantees a collision.  Proposed text was disussed.  Suggestion is that Backoff procedure to be used if timer has been zero for longer than one backoff slot.  After discussion, text agreed.
From the floor requested that three paragraphs be moved.  Menzo explained the sequence of the descriptions andpreferred not to move.  

Discussion on Peer PSMDiscuccion that the Awake Window Duration in the Information Schedule element should be increase to 4 from 2 on the basis that too much is Ok and no need to restrict. Consensus was to agree.
Discussion on wording of the action for cancelling a pending transmission.  Sentence was edited.
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
