· The group decided that IQP should be called ANQP (Access Network Query Protocol).  
· In clause 7.3.1.4, the text states that IQP provides information configured on a STA or on a remote information repository.  Allan Thomson (Cisco) commented that clause 10 only provides an interface for information configured on a STA and does not provide an interface for external information.  The group agreed to remove the phrase “or on a remote information repository”.
· In Figure 7-95o156, the figure contains an OUI field which needs to be change to an OI field.  Mike Montemurro (RIM) stated he didn’t know why the OUI / OI need should be present.  Mike Montemurro took an action item to clarify / correct the text in clause 7.3.4.14 on TDLS Discovery Information.
· Group agreed that IQP should provide a Status Info ID which provides a list of requested information that is not available and that all IQP information will be delivered in an atomic response.
· The group agreed that support for IQP is mandatory when Interworking service is enabled.
Mike Montemurro (RIM) formally requested to change the time when the UESA submission will be presented so that all interested parties can be present.  The Chair asked if anyone objected to re-scheduling the presentation.  Gabor Bajko (Nokia) asked when it would re-scheduled. The text of the submission in clause 7.3.4 was edited to be consistent with this idea (e.g., the word “optional” needed to be added to the first information sub-field (i.e., after the Info ID or length subfields) of some of the ANQP elements.
