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1. Richard Kennedy (RIM) is the chair of the group. Peter Ecclesine (Cisco) is the vice-chair of the group. Chair is absent from this teleconference. Vice-Chair called meeting to order: 8:02 pm EDT.
2. Agenda of the teleconference is reviewed and approved with unanimous consent.
3. Introduction
3.1. Vice-Chair welcomed participants to the Task Group teleconference.
3.2. Vice-Chair introduced the officers of the group.
3.2.1. Chair: Rich Kennedy (Research In Motion) is absent from this teleconference
3.2.2. Vice-chair, Technical Editor and Webex Facilitator: Peter Ecclesine (Cisco)

3.2.3. Recording Secretary:  Zhou Lan (NICT)
3.3. Vice-Chair reminded participants to record their attendance by sending mails to petere@cisco.com and lan@nict.go.jp .

4. Administrative items
4.1. Vice-Chair presented the links for the documents related with the administrative items.
4.2. Vice-Chair reviewed the patent policy and meeting guideline slides. Is there anyone who is not familiar with the IEEE Patent Policy? None.
4.3. Vice-Chair asked: Are there any patent claim(s)/patent application claim(s) and/or the holder of patent claim(s)/patent application claim(s) that the participant believes may be essential for the use of that standard? None.
4.4. Vice-Chair reviewed other guidelines for IEEE WG meetings.
5. Vice-Chair reviewed the PAR Scope and Purpose, Purpose, Principles and Vision/Outcome.

7. Vice-Chair reviewed the outcome of the April 13th teleconference.
8. Eunsun Kim (LGE) presented the document 11-10-0263r3 and associated text 11-10-0472r1.
8.1. Yohannes Alemseged Demessie (NICT) asked the meaning of the peer entity, if it applies to both AP and STA. Yohannes also asked if STAs generate the reports.
8.2. Eunsun Kim responded dependent STA cannot generate the report. An enabling STA can be an AP or just a STA.
8.3. Peter Ecclesine commented it should be called as master STA to be consistent. 
8.4. Padam Kafle (Nokia) asked if the MAP can be transmitted only by AP in a BSS?
8.5. Eunsun Kim responded not only AP but also STAs in a BSS can transmit the white space map. A STA can use WSM announcement frame (not beacon) to transmit white space map. 
8.6. Padam Kafle asked what happens if the there is inconsistency between multiple white space maps.
8.7. Eunsun Kim responded the time stamp can be used to differentiate the multiple white space maps. 

8.8. Padam Kafle commented that the necessity of having the white space maps should be reconsidered.  There are existing facilities that can be used for the same purpose, such as the supported channel element.
8.9. Peter Ecclesine responded that the supported channel element is introduced by 11h, it can be applied only in the case that the channels are continual, which is not appropriate for the usage of TVWS operation. And it was only for 5GHz and not for 2.4GHz.
8.10. Chen Sun (NICT) asked if this mechanism precludes the channel on which the enabling signal is receive from being used as one operating channel.
8.11. Peter Ecclesine responded that DSE procedure is band independent, so it doesn’t preclude anything. 
8.12. Chen Sun asked if the scanning shall only be done in the channels that indicated by the white space map.
8.13. Eunsun Kim responded that other channels can be used for scanning. 
8.14. Vice-chair suggested using mail reflector to keep discussion on the proposal. 
9. Peter Ecclesine presented updates on 238/r3 which is approved as baseline document. 

9.1. In LB162 11mb Draft 3.0, the working group agreed to create table J.4 as a global table to support countries that is not USA, not in Europe or not Japan. 

9.2. Peter Ecclesine will submit a contribution for DSE in multiband operation.
10. Vice –chair reviewed the agenda provided by the chair for May 11th teleconference.
10.1. Zhou Lan (NICT) wanted the clarification of the “Complete the accepted proposal review” in the agenda of the May 11th meeting. 
10.2. Peter Ecclesine responded that the assumption is people will work on the proposals to cover the unclear points and add what is necessary. 
10.3. Zhou Lan asked if there will be voting in May 11th meeting to decide which part of the proposal will be included in the new draft. 
10.4. Peter Ecclesine responded that chair will be asked to answer this question through the mail reflector. 

10.5. Peter Ecclesine said revising the timeline is also needed. 

10.6. C.S. Sum (NICT) asked if there is a chance to put everything together and have a technical review before revising the timeline. 
10.7. Peter Ecclesine responded there will still be redundancy and missing parts even if all the 5 proposals are put together. 

10.8. Srikathyayani Srikanteswara (Intel Corporation) commented it is good to have a working document that have all the 4 proposals discussed in the teleconference included to let people point out what is missing, what is redundant. 

10.9. Peter Ecclesine spoke as an individual the sum up of all is still incomplete; but it is a good idea to have a document as a starting point. 
10.10. The task group agreed. Peter Ecclesine, as the editor, provides a document D0.01a which includes D0.01 and 4 proposals (472/r1, 449r3, 447/r1, 448/r1) that were discussed in the teleconference. 

10.11. Zhou Lan spoke in favour of this approach. 

10.12. C.S.Sum suggested having a spread sheet to collect the comments along with the new document.  

10.13. Peter Ecclesine will mark the corresponding parts of the document to let people understand which part comes from which proposal. 

10.14. Eunsun Kim asked when this document will be available.
10.15. Peter Ecclesine responded it will be available by May 3. 

10.16. Padam Kafle wanted to clarify if this document will be put in the working group for an informal review. 

10.17. Peter Ecclesine responded yes.
