Allan Thomson (Cisco) asked if Hiroshi has an analysis showing the total time it takes to get on a WLAN (i.e., including all necessary steps).

Dan Harkins stated that Bernard Aboba had done some analysis in the early part of 802.11r work, analyzing the BSS transition time considering all the steps necessary (11-04-0377r1).  Dan further asked why ~40-ms for BSS transition was fast enough when it needs to be an order-of-magnitude faster for initial authentication.
Stephen McCann gave a verbal overview of 802.11u features.
Allan Thomson stated his understanding of FIA’s goal is that fast initial authentication does not involve moving a non-AP STA’s state from a first ESS to a 2nd ESS—each new ESS that a non-AP associates with means that authentication starts at the very beginning.
Allan Thomson asked whether the intention of the FIA SG to look at time required to transition from one ESS to another holistically or just from an initial authentication viewpoint.  Hiroshi state that FIA’s goal is to have a narrow PAR and just look at the initial authentication problem.  Hiroshi confirmed that the intent of their PAR is to exclude the network selection problem.
