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Introduction
Section 15.709(a)(2) of FCC-08-260A1 specifies following:

“For personal/portable TVBDs, the maximum conducted output power over the TV channel of operation shall not exceed 100 milliwatts; except that for personal/portable TVBDs that do not meet the adjacent channel separation requirements in Section 15.712(a), the maximum conducted output power shall not exceed 40 milliwatts.”
While the adjacent channel separation is required when the primary signal in the adjacent channel is a TV signal (including signals from Digital television station, digital and analog Class A TV station, low power TV station, TV translator and TV booster stations), when the primary signal is other than TV (i.e., wireless microphone), the adjacent channel separation is not required.

The current measurement report defined in clause 7.3.2.2.1, only signals whether a primary signal is detected or not.  Whether the detected primary signal requires the adjacent channel separation requirement is not signalled at all.

Insert the description of the Adjacent channel separation required bit as shown:
· Adjacent channel separation required bit, which shall be set to 1 when the measured signal is identified to be a primary service signal/radar that is entitled to protection, which requires the adjacent channel separation requirement to its adjacent channels, was detected operating in the channel during the measurement period.  Otherwise, the Adjacent channel separation required bit shall be set to 0.  When the Primary service signal/Radar bit is set to 0, the Adjacent channel separation required bit is deprecated.
