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Abstract

This document contains the minutes from the TGz meeting in Beijing, China, May 2010.

TGz Meeting Minutes – Beijing, China 

May 18 PM1 Session

1. Daniel R. Borges (Apple, Inc.), the secretary, is not in China this week. Menzo offers to take minutes for this session.

2. The proposed meeting agenda is in document 10/555r1.

3. The intellectual property rules are presented. No essential patents are reported.

4. The minutes for the Orlando meeting are approved unanimously, moved by VK seconded by Qi.

5. TGz officer elections. Every Task Group has to elect officers every 2 years. Daniel has indicated that he will run for reelection for TGz secretary. Menzo indicates that he will run for reelection as TGz chair and TGz technical editor. There are no other candidates. Menzo and Daniel are reelected unanimously. Menzo will forward the recommendation for TGz chair to Bruce Kraemer for Working Group approval.

6. Comment resolution for the second recirculation sponsor ballot. 15 comments have been received and two additional comments were added on behalf of Ashish Shukla (Marvell), for a total of 17 comments. The comments are in 11-10/506r1. All comments have a proposed resolution that have been on the server for some time, except CIDs 7 and 10.

7. CID 7, automatic switch back to off-channel. The comment argues that when switching a direct link from an off-channel to the base channel, there should be an automatic switch back to the off-channel when there is interference on the base channel. The discussion that follows leads to a determination that the proposal may lead to issues when a TDLS STA has started a service period on the base channel, during which it may have to go back to the off-channel due to the automatic switch back. Consensus to decline the comment.

8. CID 10, TDLS Discovery Response frame. The issue pointed out in the comment is that the TDLS Discovery Response is an unencrypted Data frame that needs to be received without prior authentication. Henry Ptasinski (Broadcom) added that the information in the response frame may be similar to the information in the request, which is sent encrypted. After discussion, the consensus resolution is to remove the capability information from the request frame (except the link identifier) and to define the response frame as a Public Action frame rather than a TDLS data frame. A bi-directional exchange of capability information now requires both STAs to send a discovery request, which they will likely be doing anyway.

May 19 PM1 Session

9. 11-10/506r3 with the changes made yesterday has been on the server since yesterday after the pm1 session. No further comments were received.
