Dee: approval rate has gone down, surprisingly
Michael: how did that happen?
Dee: four voters changed vote from Yes to No.  Three people changed from Yes to Abstain.  We have to analyze the reasons for the change.  Some voters promised to change vote from No to Yes, but did not do so (and did not submit comments either).  We will need to contact these voters as well.
Guido: concern about approval percentage going down -- does it jeopardize Sponsor ballot?
Dee: we do not know what leadership of WG thinks about this.  The general feeling is that we should continue to the next stage.  Our target should be an approval rate of over 90%.
Dee: Kaz has uploaded comment resolution spreadsheet.
Dee: Thank you Kaz for getting the spreadsheet ready so fast
Dee: There are 186 comments, we are missing about 70 comments by Michael.
Dee: This means we have about 250 comments to work from.

Guido suggests we take Guenael's comments late (which he did not submit because the search filter he uses for Letter Ballot assumes a pattern that was not followed)

Dee encourages Guenael to contact Adrian about the notice.
