3. Introduction
3.1. Chair welcomed participants to the Task Group teleconference.
3.2. Chair introduced the officers of the group.

4. Administrative items
4.1. Chair presented the links for the documents related with the administrative items.
4.2. Chair reviewed the patent policy and meeting guideline slides. Is there anyone who is not familiar with the IEEE Patent Policy? None.
4.3. Chair asked: Are there any patent claim(s)/patent application claim(s) and/or the holder of patent claim(s)/patent application claim(s) that the participant believes may be essential for the use of that standard? None.
4.4. Chair reviewed other guidelines for IEEE WG meetings.
4.5. Chair reviewed the chair functionality according to the IEEE rules.
5. Chair reviewed the PAR Scope and Purpose, Purpose, Principles and Vision/Outcome.
6. Chair reviewed the outcome of San Diego meeting. 
7. Vice chair posted the meeting minutes of San Diego meeting 11-10/0953r0 and encouraged people to check the San Diego details using the meeting minutes.  
8. Chen Sun(NICT) presented document 11-10/710r0. 
8.1. Chen Sun said the document will be updated after listening Padam’s presentation due to the dependency. It is better to listen Padam’s presentation first. 
8.2. Chair agreed on this approach. 
9. Padam Kafle (Nokia) presented document 11-10/0812r0
9.1. Peter Ecclesine (Cisco) clarified that both DSE public action frame and RLQP can be used for the enablement procedure. 
9.2. Winston Caldwell (Fox) asked the author to elaborate more on the enabler device. 

9.3. Padam Kafle responded according to the FCC rules there are only master and client devices and both type of devices are wireless device. However, 11af sees the necessity to have an enabler outside BSS somewhere in the network. It can be a logical device. 
9.4. Winston Caldwell said it might be difficult to approve such enabler device in US. 
9.5. Srikathyayani Srikanteswara (Intel)  asked if an enabler have to be an AP.

9.6. Padam Kafle responded it doesn’t have to be an AP. 
9.7. Peter Ecclesine said the enabler is like a RADIUS server but the FCC needs to approve it. It is a part of TVBD system. 
9.8. Winston Caldwell asked if the communication between the enabler and the devices enabled has to be on wireless link. 
9.9. Peter Ecclesine responded that it can be wired or any medium.
9.10. Eunsun Kim (LGE) asked if the communication between the dependent AP and enabler has to be on wired link.

9.11. Peter Ecclesine responded it doesn’t have to be restricted to only wired link.  

9.12. Jae-Hyung Song asked what would be the enabling signal for the dependent AP from the enabling server. 
9.13. Peter Ecclesine responded for the dependent AP to talk to the enabling server not in TVWS, no enabling signal is required. 

9.14. C.S. Sum (NICT) asked if the enablement procedure covers two steps from the enabling server to the enabler and from the enabler to the dependent station.

9.15. Peter Ecclesine responded the enabler is a logic entity. It doesn’t have to be two steps.
9.16. Ron Porat (Broadcom) asked if the enablement procedure has to be in TVWS or can it be performed in other bands. 
9.17. Peter Ecclesine responded it can be done in TVWS or other bands. 

9.18. Padam Kafle said enablement doesn’t have to be done after association and authentication. 
9.19. Peter Ecclesine responded the association and authentication is needed to prove the identity. The enabler needs certainty about who is requesting enablement and where they are.
9.20. Yohannes (NICT) asked under which class of device the enabler device can be certified by FCC.

9.21. Peter Ecclesine responded it can be fixed device, but not limited to be only fixed device.
