· One way to address the issue is to explain in terms of “transmission” and “reception”. 

· Another qualifier would be to use something of “if MFQ is negotiated,”

· Discussion on default priority by Santosh Pandey – document 11-10/997r1.
· An MFQ STA should be based on the setting of a MIB variable (e.g. MFQ Implemented) 

· Move the MFQ Reconfiguration bit from the capabilities IE to a MFQ specific IE. This will be a control variable.

· This would be useful for non-AP STA in an infrastructure, but would be required for an IBSS.

· Change “pre-associated” to “unassociated” in 10.ae1.1 on the 6th last line of the last paragraph.
· If a STA sends a reserved frame. 

· Add a statement “recommending that frames that are not defined in this table use a default priority of AC-BE” referring to Table 10-ae2.

· The text should explicitly state that two STA’s in a BSS may not exchange MFQ Policy Config request/response.

· Document 11-10/997r2 will be posted for further discussion in Waikoloa.

· Discussion on D0.01 Review comments.

· The review comments are posted as 11-10/1051r1.
· Add a MLME primitive to pass the MFQ Policy from the SME to the MAC and for the new action frame definitions.
