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CID 487 says : “The spec needs clarification in several subclauses. It is much easier to list them in separate documents.”  I propose clarifying the FST Setup Request/Response supported rates and channels in clause 11.34.
Proposed Resolution: Agree

The editing instructions are shown in bold italic. Four editing instructions are used: change, delete, insert, and replace. Change is used to make corrections in existing text or tables. The editing instruction specifies the location of the change and describes what is being changed by using strikethrough (to remove old material) and underscore (to add new material). Delete removes existing material. Insert adds new material without disturbing the existing material. Insertions may require renumbering. If so, renumbering instructions are given in the editing instruction. Replace is used to make changes in figures or equations by removing the existing figure or equation and replacing it with a new one. Editorial notes will not be carried over into future editions because the changes will be incorporated into the base standard.

11.34 Multi-band Operation

Change the last paragraph of clause 11.34 as shown:

A multi-band capable STA that is a member of a BSS shall include, in any transmitted FST Setup Request and in any transmitted FST Setup Response, the same capabilities element, Ssupported Rrates element, Extended Supported Rates element, and Ssupported Cchannels element that are applicable to the band and channel number that were transmitted during its most recent successful association exchange in the band indicated in its most recently transmitted Multi-band element that was transmitted on the same band on which it is transmitting the FST Setup Request or FST Setup Response frames.
