Agenda item #1: LB166 discussion
We have almost 95% approval rate; 11 comments 4 Editorial and 7 Technical. This provides a good basis for proceeding to Sponsor Ballot. We have received 1 resolution so far. The Hawaii goal is to resolve all comment s without making changes to the Draft, then to go to recirculation.
Status professional editing. This is mainly dealt with by Kaz. D7.0 is updated in this process with comments on unclarities. Kaz clarifies the questions currently. There are roughly 65 comments. There is some need to consult the entire TGs and Adrian on some comments.
Plan: to bring a discussion in Waikoloa and to complete the answers to the IEEE staff by the end of next week. After some iterations, the process will be brought to an end, preferably before the first week of October for sponsor ballot.

Guido: what kind of questions did we get?  Language or technical? It is more style and language, we need to resolve some inconsistencies, also wrt base standard. But need to be sure that there are no technical changes.

Dee shall ask Adrian to upload the edited draft with comments so that everyone can form  an opinion.

Dee: how to respond to IEEE staff? Kaz: there is no specific rule. Adrian suggested to create a spreadsheet to facilitate the dialogue. Kaz will discuss with Adrian whether this spreadsheet can be uploaded and will do so in case of a a positive response.

Dee: is MEC included in professional editing? Kaz will check.

Agenda from Hawaii: two items. Comment resolutions from LB and proof editing.

Kaz: Is Dan coming? Dan’s help is needed. Dee will ping him.

Guido:  Need real resolutions for all comments? Dee: not needed now.
