Some changes of the IEEE SA staff require further discussion in the 802.11s TG and the 802.11 WG. IEEE SA staff sent in 64 comments. The technical editor found further comments that can be easily fixed. The technical editor proposes that they be resolved before the sponsor ballot. These changes could be input to the IEEE SA. 80% of the IEEE SA comments have been resolved already. Further input is expected from the 802.11s membership.
