1. Dave Halasz (representing Aclara) was running this session as the chair pro-tem, since he was the chair of the SG S1G.  Chair pro-tem called meeting to order: 6:30pm, EDT.
2. Secretary: Jae-Hyung Song (LG Electronics) was appointed as the secretary of the group with unanimous consent.
3. The proposed agenda of the teleconference, which was circulated through the TGah email reflector, was reviewed.
3.1. A participant (Peter Ecclesine, Cisco) requested to add “PAR scope discussion” to the agenda and the chair pro-tem agreed with him.
4. Administrative items
4.1. Chair pro-tem reviewed the administrative items and presented the links for accessing the related documents.
4.2. Chair pro-tem reviewed the patent policy and meeting guideline. Chair asked: “Are there any questions?” None heard.
4.3. Chair pro-tem asked: “Are there any patent claim(s)/patent application claim(s) and/or the holder of patent claim(s)/patent application claim(s) that the participant believes may be essential for the use of that standard?” None heard.
4.4. Chair pro-tem reviewed other guide lines of the IEEE WG meetings. 
5. TG announcement
5.1. The formation of TGah was approved at the end of September.
5.2. The group will meet as TGah in November meeting.
5.3. The difference between the TG and the SG is in a TG, one has to be a voting member of 802.11 to vote on a motion.
6. Officer selection announcement
6.1. Chair pro-tem solicited input from candidates.
7. PAR and scope
7.1. Chair pro-tem reminded the group that the scope of TGah includes coexistence with other system in the sub 1GHz band and the data rate of the system can go down to 100 kbps.  He also stated that a clarification on the PAR and the scope of the project will happen in November meeting.
7.2. A participant (Peter Ecclesine, Cisco) argued that there should be a motion to make a technical decision in a TG, and the project scope clarification is a technical decision.  The group generally agreed with him.
7.3. A participant (Michael Lynch, MJ Lynch and Associates) asked how to fit 2.5 MHz bandwidth into 25 to 50 kHz channels.
7.3.1.  A participant (Peter Ecclesine, Cisco) responded that according the FCC 15.245 and 15.247, the digital modulation is the only real requirement and the bandwidth of a channel in 902 – 928 MHz is 500 kHz.
7.3.2.  Chair pro-tem asked the group to review the FCC 15.245 and 15.247, along with the regulations of other countries.
8. Submissions discussion
8.1. Chair pro-tem asked if there is any intent to provide a submission for November meeting.  None heard.
8.2. Chair pro-tem reminded that he submitted (to TGaf not to TGah) 11-10-536r0, which is about re-banding of 802.11 with 2.5 MHz bandwidth introduction.
8.3. Chair pro-tem stated that he’s expecting OFDM submissions probably from 802.15.4g.  He asked if there is any volunteer to champion for the review of 802.15.4g.
8.3.1.  A participant (John Buffington, Itron) volunteered to request 802.15.4g for input.
8.4. Chair pro-tem stated that channel widths that imply frequency hopping may have to be avoided and the group generally agreed.
9. Sid Shetty (TICET, IIT Bombay) presented 10/1206r0, which included spectrum availability in India.
9.1. Basically, no sub 1GHz spectrum is license exempt band in India, at this point.
9.2. After the presentation Sid Shetty proposed to undertake a channel model study for 400 MHz band.
9.3. A participant (Peter Ecclesine, Cisco) suggested an alternative (368 – 380 MHz), since 470 MHz and up is TV band, which is out of scope of the TGah.
