9.1 Request for more information on the AP related power saving capabilities in the 11v amendment.
9.2 Discussion: The BSS Termination notification mechanism (part of BSS Transition Management) was added, to enable APs to indicate to clients that they are terminating the BSS, typically as part of APs being turned off.

9.3 Note that TGv is now operating as a Comment Resolution committee, resolving Sponsor Ballot comments; window for new submissions is essentially closed. 

9.4 Also have mechanisms to adjust the Beacon period, send smaller Measurement Pilot frames.
9.5 Suggest that discussion on this topic is relevant in WNG, where there have been presentations on the need for low power capabilities, though the focus has been on the client side.
