10.3.24.aa.4 Effect of receipt

The SME is notified of the receipt of the ADDTS Reserve action frame from the AP. This primitive solicits the SME to participate in the AP initiated TS Setup procedure.
The SME should operate according to the procedures defined in 11.4.4.2 (AP initiated TS Setup).
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
