38.1. Chair: This is some more detail about an upcoming PAR of a new project.
38.2. This PAR is in process and will be consider in March 2011 and covers TV Whitespace issues.  Therefore I would like to consider this PAR in our usual March 2011 PAR review procedure, even though its not an IEEE 802 PAR.
38.3. C:  The 5C is an input document. It was never agreed within IEEE P1900.7.

38.4. C: Slide #41 says that 70 people are expected. I don’t know 70 people on the planet who know about this topic in enough detail.  I’ve no idea when this project will ever be finished, and in addition ECMA-392 is only supposed to run for a year, so I’ve no idea what they’ll achieve.

38.5. C: The 70 refers to the number of email address on the IEEE 1900.7 reflector. There are actually about 20 participants.

38.6. Chair: Is this an individual or entity based voting project?
38.7. A: Individual

38.8. C: Please remember that we also have entity voting in IEEE.

38.9. C: No, I meant ECMA-392, which is time limited not entity voting.
