3. Introduction
3.1. Chair welcomed participants to the Task Group teleconference.
3.2. Chair introduced the officers of the group.

3.3. Chair reminded participants to record their attendance by sending mails to rikennedy@rim.com , petere@cisco.com and lan@nict.go.jp .

4. Administrative items
4.1. Chair presented the links for the documents related with the administrative items.
4.2. Chair reviewed the patent policy and meeting guideline slides. Is there anyone who is not familiar with the IEEE Patent Policy? None.
4.3. Chair asked: Are there any patent claim(s)/patent application claim(s) and/or the holder of patent claim(s)/patent application claim(s) that the participant believes may be essential for the use of that standard? None.
4.4. Chair reviewed other guidelines for IEEE WG meetings.
5. Chair reviewed the PAR, Scope, Purpose, Principle and Vision/Outcome. 

6. Chair reviewed the task group chair function.

7. Chair mentioned there is a petition for reconsideration from Wi-Fi Alliance to FCC. 
7.1. Allow fixed devices operating at the same power levels as Mode II Personal/Portable devices to operate in a similar manner to the Mode II devices. 

7.2. Provide the option of an absolute EIRP OOB limit in addition to the -55 dBr currently in the rules.
8. Peter Ecclesine (Cisco) presented document 11-11/0013r0 using channel schedule management as an example of text reconstruction for moving country dependent information to Annex. 
8.1. Padam Kafle (Nokia) asked if it is appropriate to use ANA control in the TLV. 
8.2. Peter Ecclesine responded there is no problem of using ANA here if it is useful. 
8.3. Jae-Hyung Song (LGE) asked if it is needed to define power representation for each country.

8.4. Peter Ecclesine responded that it is required if the legal requirements from different countries are different.  
9. Eunsun Kim (LGE) presented document 11-10/0003r0 as a contribution for contact verification signal design.  
9.1. Jae-Hyung Song asked the difference between the enabling signal and contact verification signal. 

9.2. Peter Ecclesine responded that contact verification signal only notifies whether the available channels have been changed or not. The available channel information doesn’t even have to be put in the contact verification signal. 
9.3. Santosh (Qualcomm) asked if there is assumption of using an encryption protocol that is out of the scope of 802.11.
9.4. Padam Kafle commented the address of enabling STA may not be needed. 

9.5. Santosh asked the rational of using Hash. 

9.6. Peter Ecclesine responded that using hash avoids large overhead and provides encoding.  

9.7. Matthew Fischer (Broadcom) asked how to prevent someone faking the hash. 
9.8. Peter Ecclesine responded there is nothing can be done about that because it is just a one-way advertisement.
10. Chair said he will not be able to attend LA face to face meeting. Vice chair will take over the chair’s job in LA meeting.
